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The 1st paved 2-ane leaving Sayre (1929) followed the
curve (top of map), then continued westward toward Erick.
In 1955-1956, the route was 4-aned all the way from the site
of the new Camichael Bridge (previous map) o the state
line at Texola. (Note: the existing bridge continued in service Probable
until the new bridge opened in 1858.) In 1970, with the :’m N
opening of the bypass, the interstate west of Exit 20 for :o utre‘c

approximately 4 miles was also completed, devouring the
E/B lanes of 4-lane 66. 140 from the end of that project (next
map) to the state line did not open until 1975, making it the
last section of I-40 to be completed in Oldahoma.
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
