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The historic route from Texola into Texas followed the section line road due
west where the 44ane curves sharply at the edge of town. From there
it tumed north on the state line, then doglegged twice into Texas
(indicated by dashed lines) and headed westward to Shamrock along
today’s south [-40 service road. The additional 90-degree tums this involved
eliminated two railroad crossings. Such were safety measures of the era.
