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This angled section of today’s 1-35 / 1-44 was built
in 1953 as part of the Northeast Expressway, which
connected the new Turner Tumpike with Oklahoma

City. It also linked (near Memorial Rd.) with the

1954 alignment of US 66 / 77 coming south from

Edmond, as described on the previous map.
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As noted on the previous map, the original route on 2nd St.,
Broadway, and Kelley was SH 66 / 77 from 1954 until the
mid-1960s. In 1962, the section following Kelley was
relocated onto the newly completed Broadway Extension.
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
