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Entering town, the 1926 route
followed the westbound lanes of the
44ane, then Ford, Cherokee, and
193rd Street into Tulsa.

The stretch following Ford &
Cherokee to just past Antry was
bypassed with a newer 2-lane (the
W/B lanes of today's 4-lane) in 1942

In 1957, 44ane paving was completed
to the junction of I-44 and 193rd St.

In 1959, the route south of the
interstate was moved from 193rd
onto |-44 all the way to 1-244 just

north of the Tumer Turnpike entrance
in southwest Tulsa.
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
