East of the bypass, 66 originally followed today’s north
1-40 service road, which became W/B 66 in 1956, with
E/B traffic at that time on the completed lanes of
E/B 1-40. W/B |-40 was finished in 1858, at which time
the historic alignment became a service road.
Between 1956 and 1958, 4-lane 66 at the east end of
town linked to today's Bus. 40 via the old 24ane (W/B)
and today's E/B |-40 onamp (Exit 41). From 1958
until the bypass opened in 1970, this connection was

made using both 1-40 ramps at Exit 41.
