116. Addition to the Lake Access Road Program

Commission District VIII — Delaware County

The City of Grove is requesting approval for a lake access project for Grand Lake. The City of Grove in
coordination with the Grand River Dam Authority, is constructing a 25 acre Public Use and Fishing
Access Facility on Grand Lake.

The proposed project will surface roads and parking lots inside the facility. The City will be responsible
for the initiation, construction and completion of all work associated with the project. The estimated
cost of the project is $3,200,000.00. The Department’s participation for surfacing shall not exceed
$960,000.00.

NOTE: Commissioner Love asked if the account we pay for these types of projects is a set amount. Mr.
Surrett replied that we get a budget of 2.5 Million every year.

Commissioner Love asked how we determine who gets the money and how much. Mr. Surrett
stated that he looks at each project when they come in, and we assess it based on what type of
facility and types of uses. | go look and see if there is anyone out there, is anyone using it or
maintaining it, and would it give people better access to the lake facility. | also look at the size
of the community, because lots of times smaller communities need more help financially than the

bigger ones.

ITEM PRESENTED BY THE SECRETARY OF TRANSPORTATION — Mr. Ridley
117.  Director’s Report

Mr. Ridley stated the most pressing issues at hand, are the extreme weather conditions, wildfires and
the burn ban. He asked Mr. Casey Shell, Director of Operations, to come and report what ODOT is doing to
help with the statewide burn ban, and give an update on how the wildfires are affecting the agency.

Mr. Shell stated the Department has helped with the burn ban by, deploying 24 portable signs with the
message, “Burn Ban in Effect”; and utilizing 28 dynamic message boards that go across the interstates in
Oklahoma City and Tulsa that displays the “Burn Ban in Effect” message. The Oklahoma Turnpike Authority
(OTA) is also helping get the message out, by using 15 portable signs and 8 dynamic message boards
displaying the “Burn Ban in Effect” message. OTA had to close parts of the Turner and Kilpatrick Turnpikes
over the weekend because of the wildfires. ODOT has also had numerous road closures due to the wildfires,
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and ODOT is doing our best to help with this situation, by notifying the public about the burn ban being in effect,
and providing manpower to help man the road closure sites.

Mr. Ridley commented that the Federal Highway Administration’s annual bridge inspection data from
2011 is expected to be released to the states in a few weeks. Mr. Ridley said the number of structurally
deficient bridges in Oklahoma on the report may not seem that good, but he emphasized, that this is a total
number lumped together of bridges owned by cities, counties, and the state highway system. Mr. Ridley
pointed out that we continue making drastic improvements to the state owned bridges. We have trimmed the
number of structurally deficient highway bridges nearly in half, from 1,168 bridges in 2004 to 634 in 2011. He is
confident that with continued support from Governor Fallin and the state legislature, will allow ODOT to address
the state’s current remaining structurally deficient bridges by the end of the decade. Mr. Ridley stated that, “If
you look at the state system and the bridge improvements that we’ve made over the years, and will continue to
make, due to the plan put forth by Governor Fallin and members of the legislature, | think you can see we are
making some progress.”

Mr. Ridley said he is very pleased with ODOT'’s large-scale recycling project, which includes inspection
and re-use of old [-40 Crosstown bridge beams on county bridge replacement projects. He stated that
deconstruction of the old I-40 bridge continues to progress ahead of schedule and that 1,350 bridge beams
have already been shipped to 20 staging areas statewide. Additionally, Mr. Ridley said inspections reveal that a
greater number of the nearly 2,000 Crosstown bridge beams are in good condition for re-use, which will likely
help replace even more county bridges than the 300 originally estimated by ODOT last year. Mr. Ridley stated,
“Direct recycling of these beams is a big deal, and | believe this may be the largest project of its kind in
transportation history in this country.”
