81. Additions to the Lake Access Road Program

a) Commission District | - Wagoner County

The Wagoner County Commissioners are requesting approval for a lake access project for Ft. Gibson Lake.
The project will improve access to the public use facilities at the lake.

The proposed project begins at SH-16 on Gray Oaks Road and extends east approximately 3.2 miles. The
county will be responsible for the initiation, construction and completion of all work associated with the project.
The Department's participation in the project shall not exceed $365,000.

The Department's participation in the project shall not
exceed $375,000.

d) Commission District IV - Oklahoma County

The proposed project begins just west of N. Grand Blvd, on S. Lake Hefner Drive and extends west
approximately 1.50 miles to just east of Meridian Ave.

The Department's participation in the project shall not
exceed $250,000.

82. Addition to the Industrial Access Road Program

Commission District VIII - Tulsa County

The Tulsa County Commissioners and the Owasso Land Trust are requesting approval for an industrial access
project for Macy’s. Macy’s is investing over $160,000,000 to build a new 1.3 million square foot facility and
creating over 1000 new full-time jobs.

The proposed project has two parts. Part A begins at East 76" Street North and Sheridan Road and includes
acceleration and deceleration lanes and signalization improvements in the intersection. It then extends
Sheridan Road south and east approximately 1700 linear feet to the facility. Part B includes the addition of
acceleration and deceleration lanes at the intersection of East 76" Street North and 75" E. Avenue and
signalization improvements. The county will be responsible for the initiation, construction and completion of all
work associated with the project. The total estimated cost of the project is $2,100,000. An EDA grant will
contribute $950,000 to the project, the Cherokee Nation has committed $500,000 and the Department's
participation in the project shall not exceed $500,000.

86. Director’s Report

Director Patterson talked about the Lexington/Purcell Bridge, and stated we still plan to open it on June
14", He said the Transit Services we have provided to the Citizens of these 2 communities has been a
success; today we should reach our 10,000" rider. He asked that Chief Engineer, Casey Shell come and give a
brief update on the final stages of the Purcell/Lexington bridge repairs.

Mr. Shell stated that the construction contractor is currently performing the final repairs, which is the
installation of specially-fabricated metal plates to reinforce cracked areas of the bridge. Additionally, inspectors
are checking all previously repaired areas of the bridge so only the new repairs will be left to inspect. To ensure
the safety of the drivers once the bridge is opened, ODOT will establish a temporary weight restriction for heavy
trucks. Once the performance of the bridge has been monitored for an appropriate amount of time, truck traffic
will be allowed on the bridge.

NOTE: Commissioner Love asked what the load restriction weight will be.
Mr. Shell stated that the weight restriction number was not known at this time.

Commissioner Love asked how we will monitor the weight restrictions.

Mr. Shell said that there will be State Troopers posted at each end of the bridge, and they will enforce
which vehicles can go across the bridge.

Director Patterson stated, “We are in the final stretch of this long and difficult process, and | cannot
thank the people of Purcell and Lexington enough for their patience”.
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Director Patterson stated that ODOT is seeking public comment as it begins the process of developing
the 2015-2040 Oklahoma Long Range Transportation Plan. We have 3 Public Meetings coming up:

June 10, 2014 in Moore at the Public Library
June 11, 2014 in Muskogee at the Civic Center
June 12, 2014 in Clinton at the Frisco Center

Please encourage the Public to attend, because ODOT does listen to the needs of the Public, and we
try to work their wants and needs (if logical and feasible) into our 25 Year Long Range Transportation Plan.

Director Patterson also reported on ODOT’s funding outlook for the State Fiscal Year 2015, following
the recent approval of the state budget by the Governor and Legislature. Like many agencies, ODOT’s state
appropriation will be cut by more than 5 percent. While this $11 million reduction may affect some areas like
equipment, purchasing, upkeep and maintenance of our current operating weigh stations; however it will not
affect the Port of Entry Construction Projects. He commented that he hopes that no changes will have to be
made to the current 8 Year Construction Work Plan due to the cuts.

NOTE: Commissioner Love asked how many Port of Entries are we going to have.

Director Patterson said we hope to have nine, including the one we have with the Oklahoma Turnpike
Authority on 1-44. One of these Ports will be a virtual station, which means it will be unmanned, but will
be monitored by a nearby Port of Entry. We currently have a working Port at North [-35 near the
Kansas Border, and one at West I-40 near the Texas Border. We are currently working on the 3 one
which is located on East I-40 as you are coming in from Arkansas. The 4" one will be most likely be at
I-35 as you are coming in from Texas.
